	Teacher will hand out the Do Now slips and tell students to read the directions and fill out the Do Now in their seats silently and on their own. 
Teacher will circulate and clarify vocab words and any misconceptions. (Narrate students-especially when they start to work on the explanations of their answers)
	Students will be handed a slip of paper with the following questions:
1) Sometimes personal rights must be given up in order to protect people from those who could be a danger to all of us.                                                                                             2) It's better to be safe than sorry when it comes to fighting terrorism.                                3) The government should have the right to investigate to the fullest extent any suspicious person and their activities.                                                                                                4) Civil Liberties have been granted in the Constitution's Bill of Rights and should be preserved, no matter what.
Students will be told to answer all of these questions with: strongly disagree, disagree, agree, or strongly agree.  After that students have circled their answers they are to go back and explain their reasoning for their answer in one to two sentences. 

	
	
	Teacher will tell one half of the room to get up and silently walk to the corner of the room that has their answer tapped up for question one (four corners) Cold call students (or ask students from the other half of the room who are sitting down to cold call a peer) to share out their answer and why. – Do this for both questions one and two.
Teacher will tell the other half of the room to get up repeat for questions three and four. 
	 Students will get up and move to the corner of the room that has their answer for the question being asked. 
Students will explain why they choose that answer they did.

	Teacher will fill in the gaps if students are confused about the event.  Students will then be asked to answer this question in their tripods: How did the events of September 11, 2001 influence attitudes about national security? 

Teacher will then call on students to share their answers. Possible Answers: People started to not trust certain ethnicities from the middle east, flying security has become much more controlled, people wanted to feel safe so they wanted the government to step in
The teacher will then ask; What do you think the government did to deal with the feelings people were having about national security? (think about things the government had done in the past that we have been learning about this unit) TPS- circulate
	Students will then go to their seats and will be asked to sit in their tripods. Students will then be asked to share out what they know about September 11th to make sure that essential background information is there.
Students will then be asked to answer this question in their tripods: How did the events of September 11, 2001 influence attitudes about national security? Students will then be cold called to share out their answers. 

Students will then TPS in their tripods about the question What do you think the government did to deal with the feelings people where having about national security?

	Teacher will hand out highlights from the PATRIOT Act and tell students to read through them along side the Bill of rights  to look for which, if any amendments the PATRIOT Act restricts or violates. 
Cold call students to share out their findings. Through discussion, the teacher will guide students to focus on Amendments I, IV, V, and VI. As a group students will be asked to write down how the Patriot Act contradicts these Amendments.
	Students will then be given important highlights from the actual PATRIOT Act.  They will be told to read the document along the side their Bill of Rights sheets.  Students will be asked to look for which, if any, amendments does the PATRIOT Act violate?

Students will be cold called to share out their thoughts.  Students will annotate on their sheets as other students are sharing out.

	Pass out scenarios pertaining to the PATRIOT Act 
Put up reading assignments on the board an tell students to read their assigned portion silently and one their own 

Circulate and narrate 

Tell students to use the Amendments to back up their answers.  
Cold call students to share out about the experience of making a judgment call about the amendments. 
	Students will then be handed a sheet of scenarios pertaining to the Patriot Act. The scenarios take place in a library, school, and on the internet. 
Each tripod will be assigned one of the three scenarios. Within each tripod students will be assigned to be/read either the student, immigrant, or general public. Students will read their assigned portion of the scenario on their own. 

Students will then explain their portion of the scenario to the other two members of their group. 

As a group students will decide which, if any, of the characters are at risk of having their civil liberties violated due to the scenarios and why.  Students will be told to use the Amendments to back up their answers.  Then students will be asked, regardless of what they decided for the previous question, if they personally agree or disagree with the restrictions in the scenario.  Students will be cold called to explain their scenarios to other groups and to explain their answers to the questions. 

Students will be asked to share out if it was difficult to come to consensus about their scenarios. The teacher will then revisit the original questions from the four corners activity.
