The teacher will call on students to explain basic parts of the trial (who is the case between, who is part of the defense team, who is part of the prosecution, what are the charges) Students will be prompted by narration to take notes.   Students will then be cold called to answer the three questions they were supposed to answer for homework.  Students will turn in their homework.
